
After six years of community campaigning, the withdrawal of the US in January 
2017 killed off the original TPP text. But a new, rebranded version of the deal 
(the ‘Comprehensive Progressive TPP’) has been tabled in parliament on 
March 26, 2018. It is a mess of separate deals cobbled together to meet issues 
raised by Canada and other members. Some clauses have been suspended, 
pending the US re-joining the deal. 

The TPP-11 keeps nasty aspects of the 
original TPP including special rights for 
foreign investors to sue governments 
(ISDS), restrictions on the regulation of 
essential services, and would result in 
more vulnerable temporary workers 
without testing if local workers are 
available first.
